Team Policies, Procedures, and Expectations

Academics:
We want our players to excel in everything they do. This includes performing at a high level in the classroom. The top priority for players is to get a good education. Player will miss class time during the season for game travel & play. Our players must be responsible and ask for assignments ahead of time. They will be leaders in the classroom getting assignments done and turned in on time or ahead of schedule. Grade checks will be conducted bi-weekly. Players must maintain a 2.0 GPA or higher (NGs & Fs will be addressed immediately) to be eligible for playing time. 

Attendance:
School attendance will be monitored. Players are to contact the coaches personally when missing school or practice. Missing practice the day before a game may result in limited participation at the game. Prior arranged absences will be reviewed on a case by case basis. Contact a coach immediately if you are going to be absent for any reason. When a player is absent, it impacts the team. Please recognize and respect that your attendance at practices and games is of great importance to your teammates and the program. Practice schedule will be posted on the Band app. 

Behavior: On and Off the Field:
Our players will take their position as role models very seriously. Bobcat soccer players will be expected to conduct themselves with the utmost class on and off the field. We have a zero policy for drugs, alcohol, tobacco, and E-cigarettes. Any player found with or using any of the above will be subject to the terms on the BHS athletic contract signed by parents and players.
Our players will compete with class, honorably and appropriately. Those who do not will be removed from participating in the game or practice. This behavior includes behavior on and off the field, at and away from practice. 
Parents are also expected to conduct themselves with class, honorably and appropriately. Any spectator who does not conduct themselves as such will be asked to leave the facility.
Social Media will be monitored. Any posts that depict players or the team in a negative light will result in immediate consequences including possible dismissal from the team.

Communication:
Communication between coaches, players, and parents will be through the Band App, text messaging, and phone calls. Interactions should be kept positive in nature and at appropriate times. Any changes in practices, games, or other events will be shared as soon as possible. 

Covid-Safe Practices: We will abide by the guidelines put forth from NMAA and the NMPED. If masks are required, all players and parents must abide by the guidelines or be asked to leave the game or facilities. The ultimate goal is to play games safely. 

Games:
All players must ride the activity bus to away games. Bus times will be published as soon as they are available. A list of players is sent to the school offices to excuse the players from class. Only parents may check out players from an away game. For anyone other than a parent to check out a player, prior arrangements must be made through the BHS Athletic office and signed by the Athletic Director. A copy of the arrangements will be given to the coaches. 
Players should be at home games 90 minutes before game time to help set up the field and warm up. Players will be excused from class at a designated time. An activity bus will transport players between schools. 
Players will bring both uniforms to every game (blue & white) including corresponding socks. Undergarments will be white, blue, gray, or black. They should not show through to detract from the uniform (such as brightly colored spandex or sports bras). Any player without the appropriate uniform will not be allowed to play.
We are Bloomfield Bobcat Girls Soccer. Players are expected to sit together, cheer, and encourage one another during games. All players will stay until the end of the last game to support their teammates on the field.

Playing Time:
Playing time is not guaranteed, it is earned. Players are allowed to play in 20 games during regular season games. Once a player has checked in, that game is counted towards the 20 game limit. A player can play in 3 halves if there is a JV & Varsity game on the same day without exceeding the game limit. This allows us to have a JV team and a Varsity team with players who ‘float’ between the two teams. Coaches may make changes to the teams at any time during the season.
